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DISPLAY POLICY

Why We Display

Part of the function of every school and all teachers is the effective presentation of children’s work.  Display is a way of exhibiting something in a thoughtful, empathetic and effective manner, providing students with an attractive, stimulating, aesthetically pleasing and informative environment which will hopefully encourage them to look more carefully at the world around them.  It should convey an awareness that art and design is not simply an isolated subject but part of our environment and way of life.

Aims

· To create throughout the school a general aura of efficient, thoughtful, careful organisation and planning of wall, aerial and 3D displays.

· To provide a stimulating, aesthetically pleasing and tactile environment through effective display of 2D and 3D artefacts which may be touched, examined and read by the child and others within school.

· To arouse the child’s interest and curiosity and give them a sense of price in their own achievements and an appreciation of the work of others.

· To encourage the child to extend their artistic skills, knowledge and understanding through displays of other pupils and other artists work.

· To increase the child’s awareness of the curriculum through cross curricular themes.

· To generate, within the child, a sense of achievement and self esteem by showing his/her work to a wider audience.

· To use displays as a stimulus for further work in all curriculum areas.

· To provide an equally stimulating environment for children with disabilities using materials and resources that they can access through touch, sound or smell as well as sight.

National Curriculum

Display is an integral part of the Art National Curriculum, complementing and reflecting children’s work while at the same time providing a “window” for cross-curricular work in all subjects.  Work is chosen for display with an awareness of the need to include the work of all children regardless of ability or disability to encourage their success and self esteem.

Planning

We plan topics at the beginning of each school year, these form the basis  of our display work in the hall.  Classroom topic work is also displayed in the classrooms and/or corridors, and specific areas are allocated to each classroom, After School Club, local community events e.g. well dressing.  Certain notice boards are designated for best work, history of art, R.E., music, games, parental notices, language and PTA.  Boards within the music room are normally confined to musical activities, community events and charity work and a gallery where examples of work from each class are exhibited.  The aims of the policy document are adhered to in the classrooms, library and entrance area, where in addition to wall displays, free standing displays, writing and reading areas support all areas of the curriculum.  The children are further encouraged to share their work with a wider audience through entering school, local and national competitions and displaying work locally and in community events and displays.

Teaching Methods

As the children progress through KS2 they are encouraged to participate in, and eventually take full responsibility for, mounting at least some of their own work.  Through discussion teaching and experimentation they endeavour to display their work to the best advantage.

Equal Opportunities

The work of every child is valued, whatever their needs and opportunities are provided for all children’s work to be displayed and for them to feel satisfaction and a sense of price in their contributions.

Safety

Careful consideration is given to the safety aspects of the displays, their content and where they are sited.  Staff are familiar with the correct procedures to follow when mounting displays which involve reaching and climbing, and children are not allowed to attach or remove staples from boards, use pastel fixative or Stanley knives.

Resources

Resources are stored in central areas and staff have some resources in their own classrooms.  Resources are economically used and are reviewed, renewed and maintained at regular intervals.

Resources include display policy and guidelines, step ladder, laminator, photocopier, borders, background paper on rolls and in sheets, books on different artists, plain and patterned drapes of different lengths designed to complement cross-curricular displays, staple gun, natural artefacts e.g. plants, examples of other artists’ work, letter stencils, scrim, free-standing display boards, boxes or differing sixes for 3D display, video, digital and still camera, computers, printers, scanner and Internet access.

The Role of the Co-ordinator

The display co-ordinator should be:

available for advice and consultation to other members of staff

responsible for the formulation and update of the Display Policy

take responsibility for the ordering and maintaining of all display resources and advise on their use

responsible for visual imagery and experience through the use of original works, artists, craftspeople, loan schemes, books and other media

responsible for the planning of visual communication in consultation with the Headteacher and other staff

initiate liaison with secondary schools.

Role of the Headteacher

To stimulate the updating of the Display Policy

To ensure that the policy document is being adhered to and that good practice is taking place through the school

To inform supply/temporary/ new teachers of the existence of the Display Policy

To be available for consultation and discussion

To provide the necessary funding from the budget to enable the aims of the policy to be met.

DISPLAY STATEMENT

· All display boards in school are backed with coloured paper and borders used to make edges tidy.
· All displays have a clear title and are named with the year group.

· All work is double backed before being put on display and staples put in horizontally.

· Displays are eye catching and should display children’s work, showing their achievements.

· Classroom displays incorporate both permanent and changeable displays.  Permanent displays may include:

Literacy creative or non-fiction banks – big write, punctuation pyramid, wow words

Numeracy – targets from numeracy strategy

Team points

Write-on Targets

School Council representatives and notice board

Good work board
