PSHE and Citizenship Policy
Definition

Personal, social and health education (PSHE) and Citizenship helps to give all pupils the knowledge, skills, and understanding they need to lead confident, healthy, independent lives and to become informed active responsible citizens. We encourage pupils in our school to play a positive role in contributing to the life of the school and the wider community.

Rationale

· To provide opportunities for all pupils to learn and to achieve

· To promote social, moral, spiritual and cultural development and to prepare all pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of life.

· To promote pupils’ personal and social development, including their well-being.

Key Elements

· PSHE and Citizenship cannot only be confined to specific timetabled time. A combination of

· Discrete curriculum time (Circle Time)

· Teaching PSHE and Citizenship through, and in, other subject/curriculum areas (e.g. Literacy, History, P.E. and assemblies)

· School events and activities (e.g. visits to Wales and the Isle of Man, and school productions)

Opportunities will be provided to develop the key elements:

· To develop confidence and responsibility and make the most of the pupils’ abilities

· To prepare to play an active role as citizens

· To develop a healthy, safer lifestyle

· To develop good relationships and respect the differences between people

Teaching and Learning

Foundation Stage

We teach PSHE and Citizenship in the Reception class as an integral part of the topic work covered during the year. As the Reception class is part of the Foundation Stage of the National Curriculum, we relate the PSHE and Citizenship aspects of the children’s work to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals (ELGs). Our teaching in PSHE and Citizenship matches the aim of developing a child’s personal, emotional, and social development as set out in the ELGs. We also support Citizenship education in Reception when we teach “how to develop a child’s knowledge and understanding of their world”.

We use a range of teaching and learning methods throughout KS1 and KS2. We place an emphasis on active discussion, investigative and problem-solving activities. We encourage the children to take part in a range of practical activities that promote active citizenship e.g. charity fund-raising, the planning of school events such as concerts or open evenings, or involvement in an activity to help other individuals or groups less fortunate than themselves. We organise classes in such a way that pupils are able to participate in discussion to resolve conflicts or set agreed classroom rules of behaviour. We offer children the opportunity to listen to visiting speakers such as health workers, police and representatives from the local church, who we invite into school to talk about their role in creating a positive and supportive local community.

Methods used to achieve this include:

· Lessons and activities in” I am I know I can “scheme of work

· Stories will be used to introduce lessons and activities

· Educational visits

· Role play and drama

· Television and audio tapes

· Class, group and individual sessions

· Discussions and debate questions and answer sessions

· ICT packages Ace Monkey KS1 and Ace Monkey KS2 

These methods will be used to ensure that activities are differentiated to the abilities and interests of the pupils. Pupils with special educational needs will be given tasks broken down into small steps to give achievable goals. Gifted and talented pupils will be given open-ended tasks to enable them to tackle more complex issues and understand more difficult concepts, so extending their knowledge and understanding of PSHE and Citizenship.

Continuity and progression

PSHE and Citizenship teaching is designed to facilitate progression and continuity by careful structuring of content, activities and the nature of what is to be learnt. Through building on previous experience, learning can be taken forward through Foundation, KS1 and KS2 stages.

Assessment and Recording

The assessment will be of knowledge and understanding, and how well pupils use that knowledge and understanding.

Teachers assess the children’s work in PSHE and Citizenship both by making informal judgements as they observe them during lessons, and by the recording of ideas and knowledge in discussions, written work, pictures and diagrams. Each class will also keep a scrapbook of examples of work produced throughout the year, including photographs and voice recordings, if appropriate.
